2. Name and description of the public contract 

2.1. Name of the public contract:  
”Helium-flow optical cryostat for far-infrared and middle infrared (IR) spectral range“ 

2.2. Type of public contract: a small-scale public supply contract 

2.3. Classification (CPV) of this Public Contract corresponds to item: 31161200-4 Gas cooling 
systems 

3. The deadline for submission of bids 

The deadline for submission of bids expires on 30. 4. 2024 by 11:00 am. 

4. Description of the subject of the public contract 

The subject of this public contract is a supply (an acquisition) of helium-flow optical cryostat 
for far-infrared and middle infrared (IR) spectral range (hereinafter as the “Equipment”). 
Detailed technical specifications of the device are provided in the draft contract (Annex No. 
2 of this Invitation). It is permitted that Bidders supply the same or higher-level solution, than 
those described in the technical specification, but it must always comply with the minimum 
requirements as set forth herein. Bidders must always comply with technical requirements 
stipulated herein; should a Bidder fail to comply with these, he shall be excluded from 
further proceedings. Bidders are obliged to prove guaranteed technical parameters to the 
Contracting Authority as specified herein, i.e. Bidders shall submit detailed technical 
specification of the offered solution containing the guaranteed achievable parameters, which 
must demonstrate compliance with the minimum technical parameters specified in Annex 
No. 1 to the Draft Contract in the Czech or English language (other language mutations will 
not be admissible). Specified parameters must be achieved also during installation of the 
Equipment at the place of performance. The submitted documentation shall form Annex No. 
2 to the Contract. 
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The subject matter of this Public Contract is mainly financed from the subsidy of the projects 
"Teraferroics for ultra-high capacity, speed and energy-efficiency of information technology" 
under the Operational Programme Jan Amos Komenský within the framework of EU funds, 
project registration numbers CZ.02.01.01/00/22_008/0004594. 

5. Term and place

6. Anticipated value of the public contract 

Anticipated value of the public contract:  41 000 USD excl. VAT 

7. Structure of the Bid price 

Bidders are obliged to specify the total Bid price for the subject of performance according to 
the required specifications. The Bid price must include the entire subject matter and shall 
represent a fixed, binding amount as the maximum amount and maximum admissible price, 
including all fees and other costs that may be associated with the performance provided 
hereunder, such as transportation to the place of performance, packaging, custom duties, 
insurance costs etc.  

The Bid price is to be quoted in USD excl. 21 % VAT. Bidders shall indicate the Bid price to 
Cover sheet (Annex No. 1 hereto) and also to the draft contract (Annex No. 2 hereto). In 
case different data will be provided, the data in the draft contract shall be binding.  

8. Conditions and requirements for bid preparation 

Bids shall be submitted either in electronic form only or in paper form only.  

The bids in electronic form shall be submitted within the time limit for the submission of bids 
using the certified electronic tool E-ZAKAZKY available at http://www.e-zakazky.cz 
(hereinafter referred to as "E-ZAKAZKY"), where also detailed instructions for its use are 
available (link "Manual for the supplier" in the footer - https://e-
zakazky.cz/Content/files/ManualSupplier.pdf )  as well as user support contacts. In order to 
submit a bid in electronic form, the bidder must be registered as a supplier in the electronic 
tool E-ZAKAZKY (link “supplier registration” on the website https://e-zakazky.cz/registrace-
dodavatel) and the bidder's user must have the appropriate user authorization. Registration 
takes up to 3 working days after submission of all required documents and registration is 
free of charge. The bidder must have a personal computer with normal performance for 
office use, an Internet connection and an Internet browser installed (e.g. Microsoft Internet 
Explorer, Mozilla Firefox, Google Chrome, etc.). The individual file that is included in the 
electronic bid must not exceed 100 MB. The bid must be processed using acceptable file 
formats, i.e. Microsoft Office (Word, Excel), Open Office, PDF, JPEG, GIF, or PNG. The Bid 
price will also be submitted by the bidder in the form of an inscription into the tender form, 
which will be displayed when the bid is submitted electronically. This is without prejudice to 
the obligation to submit other documents containing the Bid price. 
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The bids in paper form shall be submitted in duly sealed envelopes bearing the name and 
the address of the bidder’s company on the overleaf and secured against tampering. The 
envelope must be clearly marked “Do not open” and with the name of the public contract, 
i.e. “Helium-flow optical cryostat for far-infrared and middle infrared (IR) spectral range”. 
Bids shall be submitted to the address of the Contracting Authority (Fyzikální ústav AV ČR, 
v. v. i., Na Slovance 1999/2, 182 00 Praha 8, Czech Republic) – filing room on the ground 
floor next to the main entrance (the main entrance is in the Pod Vodárenskou věží Street at 
No. 1). Bids may be submitted using postal services, courier or personal delivery and similar. 
The filing room’s office hours are 8:00 am – 3:00 pm on business days, and on the last day 
of the deadline 8:00 am to 11:00 am. Bidders shall submit the bid in one hardcopy original 
and in electronic form on a suitable data carrier, i.e. CD-ROM or flash disk, in MS Office or 
PDF compatible format. 

The bid may be prepared in the Czech or English language. 

The bid must include: 

• Cover sheet setting out the basic identification data of the Bidder (business name, 
registered office, identification number, legal form, persons authorized to act on 
behalf of / represent the bidder) and the data for evaluation (Bidders can use Annex 
No. 1 hereto),  

• filled draft contract with the bid price and technical description of the offered system 
demonstrating that it meets the required specification,  

• documents proving fulfilment of the qualification (Bidders can use Annex No. 3 
hereto), 

• description of the subject of performance of the Public Contract - the Bidder shall 
prepare and submit a document describing the actual subject of performance of the 
Public Contract and demonstrating that the Contracting Authority’s requirements are 
met. 

9. Qualification  

Bidders must demonstrate the fulfilment of technical qualification within the deadline for 
submission of bids. Fulfilment of the technical qualification will be demonstrated by a Bidder, 
who submits a list with at least 3 major supplies provided over the past 3 years before the 
commencement of this Procurement Procedure, including price and date of delivery and the 
identification of customer of the supply (supplies). Supply and installation of a helium-flow 
optical cryostat with financial value of at least 20 000 USD excl. VAT shall be considered a 
major supply (if the value is stated in another currency, it will be converted at the exchange 
rate published by the Czech National Bank on the day of the commencement of the 
Procurement Procedure). 

10. Evaluation criteria 

The bids will be evaluated on the basis of their economic advantageousness. The Contracting 
authority shall evaluate the economic advantageousness solely on the basis of the lowest 
bid price. The winning bid will be the bid with lowest bid price. 
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The method of evaluation: 

The contracting authority will evaluate the total bid price in USD without VAT, processed in 
accordance with Article 7 hereto. The contracting authority shall rank the bids according to 
the quoted bid price from the lowest to the highest, thereby producing the resulting order 
of bids. 

11. Business terms and conditions 

All commercial terms (incl. payment terms) are included in the draft purchase contract, 
which forms and integral part hereof as an Annex No. 2 hereto. Bidders are required to 
accept the contract proposal without reservation and without change; bidders are only 
entitled to complement their identification data, data on the bid price and any other clearly 
marked data.  

12. Additional conditions 

The Contracting Authority does not allow variants of bids.  

The Contracting Authority has the right to: 

a. require further explanations to the bid in the case of confusion, 

b. verify the data declared by the bidder, 

c. publish the announcement of the selection of the most suitable bid and possibly also 
announcement of the exclusion of a bidder or announcement of the  cancellation of the 
award procedure on the contracting entity profile at: http://www.e-zakazky.cz/Profil-
Zadavatele/74e987e1-b4a1-4571-b8b6-2cd93fe6f932; in such a case, the notice of the 
selection of the most suitable bid and note of exclusion of a bidder shall be considered 
to be delivered to all bidders concerned at the point of time of publication on the 
contracting entity profile, 

d. enter into a contract with the bidder, whose bid has been evaluated as the most 
suitable; if the selected bidder refused to enter into a contract, the Contracting 
Authority has the right to enter into a contract with the bidder, whose bid has been 
evaluated as the second most suitable etc. 

13. Provision of additional information 

Bidders are entitled to require the Contracting Authority in writing to provide additional 
information on the tender conditions relating to the public contract. The request must be 
received by the Contracting Authority no later than 4 working days before the deadline for 
submission of bids. 

The Contracting Authority shall send an explanation of the tender conditions, or any related 
documents, no later than 2 working days after receipt of the request under the previous 
paragraph. 

The Contracting Authority may also provide an explanation of the tender conditions without 
prior request. 

The Contracting Authority may amend or supplement the tender conditions before the 
deadline for submitting bids. The Contracting Authority shall extend the time limit for the 
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submission of bids, provided that the nature of the addition or change of the tender 
conditions so requires. In the event of such an amendment or addition to the tender 
conditions, which may extend the range of potential bidders, the Contracting Authority shall 
extend the time limit to at least its original length. 

14. Conclusion 

This small-scale public contract is not awarded pursuant to Act No. 134/2016 Coll., on Public 
Procurement, as amended. 

The information and data contained in this Invitation (including Annexes) define mandatory 
requirements of the Contracting Authority on the subject of the public contract. The bidder 
has to respect and accept these requirements fully and unconditionally when processing the 
bid. Non-acceptance of the requirements specified in this Invitation (including Annexes) will 
be considered a breach of the terms. 

If this Invitation (including Annexes) mentioned trade names of some products or supplies, 
or other signs pertaining to a particular supplier, it is only a definition of quality standard and 
the bidder is entitled to propose a different, qualitatively and technically comparable 
solutions.
